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PREFACE.

There are altogether 366 MSS. described in this volume.
The MSS. were examined in various parts of Bengal and in

Benares. A new feature of this volume is the description
of a large number of Jaina MSS. An analysis of the con-

tents, arranged according to subject-matter, is given below.

The Vedas. The Vedic works in this volume are mostly

liturgical. There are, however, commentaries by Sayana (1)

on the Uttaragrantha of the Samavedasamhita, and (2) on

the Samavidhana Brahmana. The value of the MSS. is

enhanced by the fact that they belong to the collection of

Pandit Govinda Bhatta Solapurkar, a well-known Yedic

scholar of Benares. (3) Devata-brahmanabhasya is a com-

mentary on the Devata-brahmana or Devatadhyaya, the fifth

brahmana of the Samaveda.

Slaughter of animals for sacrificial purposes was a com-

mon practice in ancient India. But with the spread of Bud-

dhistic and Vaisnava ideas, slaughter of animals was re-

garded as sinful, and instead of living animals, a section of

the Brahmins began to sacrifice animals made of dough.

Pistapasukhandanam, by Tikakara Sarma, the son of Gar-

jara Bhatta, a worshipper of Kali, shows the futility of

the practice. The author combats the theories of the

Vaisnavas of the Madhva sect. Pistapa^u-Khandanavakyar-

tha-dlpika, by Raksapala, is a commentary on tht above.

Pistapasu-pratipadaka-Vidhivakya-prakaranam is a treatise

current among the Madhva sect. It attempts to find out

injunctions from the Vedas against the killing of living

animals and for sacrificing their images. Pistapa.-ujjivanam

also relates to the same thing. Unmargabhaiijanam, by

Tumbara, the disciple of Timaji Raghunatha, refutes the

theories of the Madhvas in the matter of sacrificing cakes
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shaped as animals. The writer speaks of the Madhvas as

treading the wrong path Unmarga.
The Rudradhyaya of the white yajurveda is exten-

sively used up to the present day by the followers of that

Veda. They think that the Rudra praised in these chapters

is the terrific deity Rudra of the tantras ; so the Rudra wor-

ship is a curious medley of Yedic and Tantric rites.

An illustration of this will be found in the Rudrapaddhati,

by Visvanatha, the son of Sambhudeva, and the younger
brother of Ramadeva.

The change of pronunciation from the Samhita to the

Brahmana was so marked that it attracted the attention of

scholars at a very early age. There is a short work entitled

Bhasikasutras. The Bhasikasutra-vyakhya, by Ananta

Bhatta, is a commentary on that ancient work.

It is well known that the sacred fireplaces and sacrifi-

cial sheds engaged the attention of the writers of the Kalpa-

sutras, and that later authors have written many special trea-

tises on these subjects.

Kundakalpadruma, by Madhava, composed in 1712,

Vikrama Samvat, and 1533 saka, i.e., in 1656 A.D., is noted

for the accuracy of mathematical calculations. It has been

printed in the Kundagranthavimsati.

Kundamandapavidhanam treats of sacred fireplaces and

sacrificial sheds of the followers of the Atharva Veda only.

The sacrificial altars of the Yedic age had a variety of

shapes, and considerable geometrical skill was necessary in

the construction of these altars. This also engaged the

attention of the early writers of the Kalpasutras. The

portion of these sutrus treating of the construction of altars

are known as Sulvasutras. Katyayana has a special treatise on

them. Apastamba, Baudhayana and Manava Sutras have

chapters allotted to them. A follower of the Apastamba
6akha, named Arya Madhava, performed many sacrifices and

found it difficult to collect from the Bhasyas and other com-

mentaries all that was said about altars. So his son, Sundara-
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raja, prepared a special treatise entitled Sulvapradlpavi-

varanam. It is complete in six chapters called Patalas.

MayureSa Upadhj>aya, the son of Purusottama, and the

grandson of Gopala, sarnamed Dflpanamogha, belonging
to the Maudgalya Gotra, wrote a commentary on a work on

the formation of altars, entitled Vedipaddhati-tlka. The

work commented upon seems to be Vedipaddhati, and the

colophon makes it probable that the commentator was also

the author of the work.

Before the compilation of a comprehensive work on

Grammar by Panini, the Brahmins resorted to various shifts

to preserve the purity of the pronunciation and grammati-
cal construction of the Vedas. They sometimes counted

words ending in particular letters, Yisargas, Anusvaras and so

on. They counted the number of compound words and

words of peculiar construction, and embodied the result of

their counting in the form of books, to be memorised. One
such work is described in this volume, entitled Caturjnanam,

viz., the knowledge of four things : (1) Yisarga sandhi ; (2)

sandhis resulting in diphthongs ; (3) words ending in the

letter N; and (4) the distinction of simple and compound
words, through )ut the whole of the Rgveda. The extent of

the work is 633 slokas. See p. & preface to the Nirukta,
edited by Acarya Satyavrata Samasrami.

The rest of the works on this subject are liturgical, e.g.,

Cayanaprayoga. on the kindling of sacred-fire ; Pakatantra-

kusandikaprayoga, on the use of ordinary
' Homa' in sacrificial

cooking; TaittirTya-homa-paddhati on the homa according to

the black Yajurveda; Yajamana-patny-anyatara-samiidhane

Dar3a-paurnamasa-prayoga on the question how the fortnight-

ly ceremonies of those who keep up the sacred fire through-
out their lives are to be performed in the absence either of

the householder or of his wife ; Rgvedlya-^raddha-prayoga
treats of the performance of the Sraddha ceremony by the

followers of the Rgveda; Samantraka-yajurvedi-graha-yainag-

ni-sthapana-vidhi treats of the kindling of fire for the purpose
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of propitiating the planets by the followers of the yajurveda;

Ahitagnerdahagni-nirnaya deals with the question of the kind

of sacred fire by which the dead body of a sagnika brahmana

is to be burnt ; Apastamba-sutrokta-sarpskara-prayoga treats

of sacraments according to the sutras of Apastamba ; Apatnl-

kadhanagnihotradinirnaya treats of Agnihotra by one who

has no wife ; Sagnikapastamba-daha-vidhi treats of the crema-

tion of Sagnika, brahmanas according to Apastamba ; Sama-

vedlya-Samskara-vidhi treats of the sacraments of the pro-

fessors of the Samaveda. Yratya-stoma-paddhati treats of

the process of admitting into the caste system those who

have lost their caste by the non-observance of the essential

ceremonies. The work was composed by Madhavacarya,

who obtained his livelihood from Balarama of Benares.

The Yratyastoma was a potent machinery in the hands of the

Brahmins for giving powerful warriors and chiefs the status

of a ksatriya.

Srautopayogi-karika contains a number of anonymous

couplets helpful to the performances of Srauta sacri-

fices.

The Pavamana sacrifice is the modification of the

Paurnamasa or full-moon sacrifice of those Brahmans who

keep up a sacred fire.

Pavamanayantra treats of the invocation of gods and

placing them in the sacred shed.

Pavamananyasa treats of protecting the person of the

worshipper by placing different letters of the Pavamna-

mantra in different parts of his body.

Sarfihita-sutra, in 150 slokas, appears to be a short work

on pronunciation and sandhi. This is a different work from

that described by Weber, in his Berlin Catalogue, p. 9.

Mulyadhyayavivaranam appears to be an amplification

by Kamadeva Dlksita in anustubh verses of the parisista en-

titled Mulyadhyaya, belonging most probably to the Kanva

Sakha of the white yajurveda. It treats of the prices of

articles to be used in Vedic sacrifices.
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Upanisads. Advaya-tarakopanisat treats of the process
of perceiving

"
by means of yogi.

Avadhutopanisat or rightly Turlyatlta Avadhutopanisat
seems to develop a higher stage of yogi's progress towards

liberation than contemplated in the work of the same name
described by Bggeling. It, in fact, concerns itself with the

last stage of progress.
Number 23 contains a Bhasya commentary on the Atha-

ravanopanisat, unknown to Aufrecht, by Anandatirtha, the

founder of the Madhva sect.

Numbers 97 and 98 contain descriptions of two Bhasyas
on the well-known Chandogyopanisat., (1) by Anandatirtha,

and (2) by Sayana.
Number 168 contains a Bhasya by Vidyaranya Muni on

the Paramahamso-panisat, which treats of the renunciation of

the world for the acquisition of true knowledge, and which

begins with the words *6f*T ^fjfJTft etc.

Number 196, Bahvrcopanisat, is the same as Eggeling
No. 132 B.

Bilvopanisat, No, 271, on the subject of worshipping
Siva by means of the leaves of the Bilva tree, appears to

have never been described before.

VaiSvanaropanisat, No. 289, is a brand new discovery.

Sukarahasyopanisat, No. 304, appears to be an interlo-

cution between Vyasa and Suka, and the subject seems to be

the mystery of the wrold.

Number 317 is a Vivarana commentary by Sarnkara-

bhagavat on the S?rrihitopanisat or what is called the Aita-

reya or Bahvrcopanisat. See Bggeling, p. 117, No. li. This

is not a commentary on the Bahvrcopanisat mentioned above,

for it begins differently.

Gopalottararatapamvivrti is a commentary written in

the interests of the followers of Caitanya by four great

divines of the sect Visves>ara, Janarddana Bhatta, Prabod-

hayati and Jlva GosvamI, the last of whom seems to have

edited the work.
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Smrti. Apastamba's Kalpasutras are represented in

this volume by eight works, Nos. 25-30, 149 and 254 The
first is anonymous ; it is a collection of couplets on the

domestic rites by Apastamba ; the second also relates to the

same rules ; it is composed by Yopana Bhatta, an inhabitant

of the Andhra country ; the third is a liturgical work on the

same by an inhabitant of Talabrnta ; the fourth is by
Govardhana Bhatta, who was surnamed Kavimandana, the

decorator of poets ; it treats of the daily duties of Brah-

mins ; the fifth is by Haradatta, and on the exposition of

Dharmasutras ; the sixth is by Simha Bhatta on the peculiar

process of performing sacraments according to Apastamba;
the seventh is by Dhurttasvami, but unfortunately it pro-

ceeds up to the 6th patala of the llth PraSna, relating to

domestic rites.

Ramagnicit, commonly called Ramandara, wrote a com-

mentary on the Bhasya of Dhurttasvami, on the Apastamba
6rauta sutras. The MS. described in this volume contains

the 9th PraSna only, that on the expiations.

Pitrmedha Sutra speaks of the last rites, i.e., cremation

of father. The work is attributed to Bharadvaja.
Harltasmrti is the same as the Brddha-Harltasamhita

of the Calcutta collection of Smrtis. HSrlta is one of the

recognised twenty Smrti authors of the Hindus. But the

Vaisnavas of later times have added to his work a complete

system of rituals of their own. In the colophon the work

is described as the Visista-Dharma6astra or a Smrti work

current among the followers of Ramanuja.

Smrti-bhusana, by Koneri Bhatta, is a complete digest of

Yaisnava rituals of the Madhva sect. The author's Guru,

Kesavarya, made an extensive compilation entitled Sarasam-

graha. The author makes an abstract of his guru's

work and describes himself as a descendant of Padma-

nabha.

Krsnamrta-maharnava and not Krsna Karnamrta-mahar-

nava, as Aiifrecht says, is an original work by the founder of
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the Madhva sect, treating of the conduct of the followers of

that sect,

Padyamala, by Jayatirtha, treats of the worship of Hari

according to the rituals of the Madhva sect.

VisnutattvaprakaSa, by Vanamall, who lived at a place
12 miles to the east of Vrndavana, is a work on Smrti for the

use of the Vaisnavas of the Madhva sect.

Visnutattva-vinirnaya, by the founder of the sect, and

its commentary, called Tlka-vinirnaya, are to be found in

this volume.

Smrtyarthasagara, Nos. 359 and 860, by Mallari

Nrsimhacarya, the first treating of Kala and the second of

Ahnika. This also is a standard work of the Madhva
sect.

Rajadharma Kaustubha is part of the Smrti Kaustubha,

compiled by Anantadeva, the son of Apodeva, under the

patronage of Baj Bahadur of Malwa.

Tithyarkaprakasa, by Divakara, of the Bharadvaja

family of Benares. His father was Mahadeva, and his mother,

Bala, the great-grand-daughter of Bhatta Narayana of the

Kausika gotra, who settled at Benares shortly after the

downfall of the Nizam Shahi dynasty of Ahmednagar. The
author's son, Yaidyanatha, prepared an index to this work.

See No. 132.

Durgotsavaviveka, by Srlnatha Acaryacuda-mani, is

unknown to Aiifrecht. It is based on Kalaviveka of Jimuta

vahana.

Nirnaya-sindhu is a well-known compilation of Smrti by
Kamalakara Bhatta, made in the early part of the seventeenth

century. No. 1*58 is a description of a commentary on it by
Krsua Bhatta, entitled Ratnamala.

Divyanusthanapaddhati, by Bhatta Narayana, the son of

Bhatta Ramegvara, treats of the administration of various

forms of oaths current in India.

Dattakavidhi, and Putraparigrahavidhi, are two works

on adoption, described in this volume, The first is by
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Vacaspati Misra, and, therefore, of some importance, and the

second is anonymous.

Prayogasara, complete in two Nos. 191 and 192, ap-

pears to be a new work, for Aiifrecht mentions many works

of the same name, none of which agree with it.

Numbers 228 and 229 treat of the Smrtis of the Ma-

dhva sect. The first explains the mantras, and second the

method of worship.

In modern times, MSS. being rare, the pandits of Bengal
cannot and do not study many works on the same subject,

but they indulge to a very great extent in dialectical dispu-

tations on technical terms of Smrti. Two such works have

been described in this volume, viz., Vivaha-vadartha, and

Sraddha-vadartha.

The seven Pakayajnas are treated of in three books, Sapta-

samstha-prayoga, Saptapaka-samstha-prayoga, and Prayoga-

ratnlya Sapta-samstha prayoga ; the first is by Ananta Dlksita,

the son of Vi^vanatha Yajnopavlta ; the second is by- Vis-

vanatha, born of a family famous for their proficiency in

Smrti, and the third is by Narayana Bhatta, the famous son of

Rame^vara.

The consecration of the images of gods is represented

by two works, No. 334 by Vasudeva, and 335 by Madhava-

carya. The consecration of the image of Hanuman is re-

presented in No. 362.

There are two works on Sthallpaka : Nos. 356 and 857.

The last is by Kamalakara.
When the study of Smrti became very elaborate, works

were Written for the use of non-experts, in the form of

collections of Yyavasthas or expert-opinions. The present
volume contains two such works, being Nos. 291 and 292 ;

one is by Aniruddha and the other by Ramanatha. They
contain expert opinions on all subjects treated of in ordinary
Smrti works, in fact all subjects in which lay-Hindus might
ask questions to learned brahmins.

Sapinda-kalpa-latika, by Sadasiva, whose other name
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was Apodeva, whose father's name was Srlpati, and whose

grandfather's name was Nllakantha, and who lived at Deva-

layapura, is an useful work. It gives in 36 verses a list of

all kindreds who participate in the same funeral cake.

Kuruksetramahatmya is a compilation of the religious

rites peculiar to Kuruksetra. The author appears to be

Harigiri, who derived his knowledge of the holy places at

Kuruksetra and the rites to be performed there, from Rama-
candra Sarasvati. The work is written in modern Naiyayika

style, as it defines a pilgrim Samyatendriyatve sati tirtha-

bhigamanakamah.

Vratodyapanopayoglpadartha-nirnaya treats of the arti-

cles used in the concluding ceremony of a Vrata, which is

performed at stated intervals for several years.

Raman uja-mata-khandanam is a refutation of the

theories of Raman uj a, in the interests of the followers of

Sinrti.

Avadhuta^rama is an anonymous work, giving the

denominations of various classes of SannyasTs and their respec-
tive duties. The householders are enjoined to serve these

Sannyasls as the supreme God, and thereby gain all the merit

of chanty, pilgrimage, fast and austerity.

Mukticmtamani, by Gajapati Purusottama-deva, a king
of Orissa, treats of the religious duties on pilgrimage at

Purl. It is a compilation from various sources and has been

printed and published from Orissa.

Grammar. The Katantra system of grammar is re-

presented in this volume by three works; the first is Padavall,

the second is the Katantra Panjl-vyakhya, a commentary by
Ramakrsna on the Panjl by Tnlocana Dasa ; and the third

is the Kalapa Vyakarnnjtpatti prastava. The, last gives the

following history of the composition of the work,

King Salivahana, one of the rulers of the Andhra

dynasty, was a Dravidian by race. He had many wives of

diverse races. Once on a time he was sporting with his

wives in a tank, and throwing water at them. One of the
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queens, apparently of Aryan origin, told him,
" Modakam

dehi," i.e., do not sprinkle me with water. The king

without understanding her, sent for some balls of sweetmeat

and presented them to her. The queen railed at him for his

want of knowledge of Sanskrit, and the humiliated king made

up his mind to study that language and requested Sarvavarma-

carya to teach him grammar within as short a time as possible.

The Acarya in this extremity worshipped Siva and got the

sutras from the tail of the peacock belonging to Karttika.

As the peacock's tail is known as Kalapa, the book was called

Kalapa. It is called Katantra because it was for a long time

the shortest grammar in Sanscrit.

The Samksipta-sara school is represented by six works,

from Nos. 3i8 to 323. Of these Nos. 319 and 320 are by
Vamslvadana, a celebrated writer of this school ; Nos. 82 i and

322 by G-opala Cakravartti, and No. 323 by RameSvara

Tarkalankara.

There are two works on Siksa described in this volume ;

one is a commentary on the Paninlya Siksa and the other is a

commentary on Pingala's Siksa, which is based on Panini.

The names of the commentators in both cases are

absent. The commentator on Pingala's Siksa says that he

has written a commentary on the celebrated Chandah

Sutras of Pmgala.
Panini's grammar is represented in this collection by

three works : (1) Purva-paksa-samadhanam by Horiia ; (2)

Siddhanta-kaumudl-vilasa byBhaskara; and (3) Jnapakasa-

muccaya or a collection of Jfiapakas or indications of

genera^ principles from the use of redundant words in the

Sutras, by Purusottamadeva, whose commentary on the

Paribhasa is well known.

The Saupadina school is represented in this volume by
two works, (1) Supadma-Tlka by RamaSankara Tarkapan-

canana, and (2) Supadma-makaranda-praka^a by Yisnu

Mira.

The Sarasvata system has been represented in three
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works. Raghunatha, the son of Vinayaka, an inhabitant of

Hatake^apura, wrote a commentary on the Sarasvati sntras

entitled Laghubhasya. There are two MSS. of this Bhasya
in this collection, yet it is not complete.

Sarasvata bhasyam, by Ramanarayana Sarma, is a new

commentary on the above Sutras.

Siddhanta candrika Vyakhya, by Loke3akara, the son of

Ksemankara, was completed in samvat 171*1, i.e., 1685 A.D.

Parana. Vinayaka-mahatmya, also called Ganea'a

Mahatmya, has been noticed in pp. I3ii-4i5 of the India Office

Catalogue. But the opening verse of the present MS. differs

from that in the India Office, and the number of chapters are

twenty-four in the India Office MS., while the codex under

notice contains twenty-two chapters only.

Goplpremamrta forms a part of the Adityapurana

according to Ulwar No. 785, but, according to No. 81, it forms

a part of the Agarnapurani. It is an interbcution between

Arjuna and Krsna and written in imitation of the Bhagavat-

glta.

Candlvadarthamala is a work on modern dialectics

applied to the elucidation of the text of the Devlmahatmya.

Janmarahasya from the Bhavisypurana is an interlocu-

tion between Krsna and Narada, on the various Avataras of

Krsna, stress being given to the Krsna incarnation.

Mihalaksmlvratakatha, is the same work as Sanskrit

College Catalogue 2. 5i2, the only difference being that here

it has been said to be from the Bhavisyapurana, instead of

from the Bhavisyottara.

Brahmakhanda, belonging to the Bhavisyapnran*, gives

in the prophetic t me a topographical description of Bengal
and the surrounding countries. The topography is very
recent as it describes Jessore, Burdwan, Candradvipa, etc.

Jdanacandrodaya, otherwise called Mahabharata Sara,

was compiled at Benares by Ramacandra, a Brahmana. He
makes his obeisance to the goddess Mahakall consecrated

by Rani Bhavani, a powerful Zemindar of Natore, and a
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contemporary of Lord Olive. It treats of moral and religious

topics culled from the Mahabharata.

Sltakavaca is an amulet from the Brahmandapurana.
It forms part of an interlocution between Dharam and

Sesa.

Asura-Khanda forms a part of the Sankarasarphita of

the Skandapurana. It is complete in fifteen chapters.
Aiifrecht makes it a part of Saurasairbita. It describes the

adventures of Taraka, the lion-faced demon.

Ayodhya-Khanda, a part of the Skandapurana, is

complete in ten Adhyayas. It was spoken at a great

sacrifice at Kuruksetra, by Rama. The description of

Ayodhya comes in the last chapter.

Dvaraka-KharHa is a misprint for Dvarakamahatmya,
a part of the Prahladasamhita of the Skandapurana. The

present MS. appears to be complete in 46 chapters, while

those in the Bodleian Library and India Office have 34

chapters only. The Calcutta Sanskrit College MS., though it

professes to be the same as this, appears to be a very different

work.

Sankarasarnhita is a part of the Skandapurana. No. 297

is a MS. of the Sambhavakanda of the Sivarahasyakhanda
of that Samhita. It is complete in fifty chapters. It deals

with the story of Taraka and the birth of the war-god.
Bhukhanda is a part of the Skandapurana. The MS. is

complete in twenty-four chapters. The colophon says :

"
Iti

Srlskandapurano Bhukhande Sambhala-grama-rnahatmya
"

though Sambhalagrama has been treated of only in the first

three ckapters.

Vlramahendrakanda forms a part of the Sivarahasya
khanda of the Sankarasamhita of the Skandapurana. It is

complete in seven chapters.
An incomplete copy of the Setumahatmya from the

Skandapurana contains 35 chapters. For the complete
work containing 52 chapters, see India Office Catalogue,

pp. 1330-31.
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Rsabhaglta is a panegyric upon Rsabha, a Rsi, who is

called here the 8th incarnation of Visnu.

Moksopaya appears to be an old and dilapidated copy
of the Yogavasistha Ramayana. In the colophons it is

called :

Iti Valinlklye Moksopaye . . and sometimes ItiMokso

payo.

Vedastuti-bhavarthadlpikadlpanarn, by Radharamana,

Dasa, a follower of Gaitanya. In the tenth skandha of the

Bhagavatapurana there is a hymn entitled Srutistuti or

Veda-stuti. Sridharasvami commented on the whole of the

Bhagavata, and his commentary is known as the Bhavartha

Dlpika. The present work is a commentary on the Bhavartha

dlpika on the orutistuti hymn.
Radhastamlvratakatha is a part of the Bhavisyottara-

Purana. It is an interlocution between Krsna and Narada.

Radhastamipujavidhih and Radhikajanmarahasyarn, Nos.

2i9 and 252, are both from the Brahmavaivarttapurana.

Ramaraksastotra, the extent of which is 14<6 61okas

only, is commonly styled Mantraramayana. Portions of it

are written in Vedic style. The MS. has been noticed in

No. 215. It is commented upon by Nllakantha, the son of

Govindasuri of the Caturdhara family of Benares. The

commentary is called Mantrarahasyapraka&ka noticed in

No. 216.

Similarly there is a work called Mantra-kasi-khanda, a

commentary on which by the same Nllakantha is noticed in

No. 213. Both the texts were restored by the commentator

himself. *

There are two new commentaries on the Devimahatmya
unknown to Aiifrecht ; one is by Kevala and the other by
Madhava Sarma. The last was composed in 1531 Saka.

Nagojlbhatta wrote a commentary on the same work,

and along with it he wrote a short treatise on the method

of using the Devimahatmya, under the title of Sapta^ati-

prayoga, which is noticed in No. 327.



PREFACE.

Mahabhagavatapurana is one of the three claimants for

the fourth position among the Mahapuranas ; the other two

are Srlmad Bhagavata and Devi Bhagavata. It is curious,

however, that the name of the fourth purana in the

authoritative list of Mahapuranas is Bhagavata only ; and

it is difficult to say which of the three claimants is the real

Bhagavata. The MS. under notice appears to be the same

as I. 0. No. 354*7, but it shows varieties of reading.

How unprofitably and uselessly Indian pandits used

their time and scholarship, will be apparent from a considera-

tion of No. 296. In the Devlmahatmya there is a hymn
beginning with "

Sa-kradayah sura ganah," which is called

the Sakradistuti. It is a hymn to the Devi. But in

the MS. under notice it has been explained as praising

Yisrm.

Muralicandrikagunjamala-Pradurbhava, a modern work

on Yaisnavism, is said to be a part of the Patalakhanda

of the Padmapurana, the interlocutors being Brahma and

Narada. It deals with the meritorious deeds performed by the

flute, the Guiija wreath and others in their previous

existences, which enabled them to be so intimate with Krsna

in their present existence.

M*$MW*&. Purva-Mlmarnsa-paribhasa, by Krsuayajvan
or Krsna Dlksita, explains sacrificial terms and the uses of

objects indicated by them.

Yidhirasayana, No. 269, should more properly be

YidhirasayanasukhopajivinI, a commentary on the Yidhiras-

ayana by the author himself.

Nytya. Trisutri-nibandha-vyakhya by Sankara Misra.

It is a commentary on Trisutrlnibandha, i.e., the commentary

by Udayana on the first three Sutras of Gotama and on

subsequent commentaries on them. Thus in the extracts are

explained not only the commentary on the three Sutras by

Yacaspati MiSra, but also the Yarttika and the Bhasya on them.

Sankara says that he is not himself responsible for this work,
but the real responsible person is his father, whose words and
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explanations he has simply copied. He speaks of three

commentaries previous to his own, viz., PrakaSa, Darpana
and Udyota. Of these the Prakasa by Vardhamana is well

known.

GangeSa, to be distinguished from the writer of the

Tattva-Cmtamani, wrote a short work on certain topics of

modern Nyaya. Two copies of this work have been described

in this volume, one from Dinajpur and the other from

Comilla. One is called Laksanamanjari and the other

Laksanatattva. But they are substantially one and the same

work.

Aloka is the name of a commentary on Gangega's
Tattvacintamani by Jayadeva Misra alias Paksadhara

Misra. Devanatha wrote an appendix to the Aloka. In the

year Lasam 443 or about 1556 A.D., the work was copied by

Raghava under the orders of Devanatha.

Muktivadartha is really Muktivada by Gadadhara.

Vedanta. The works on Vedanta noticed in this volume

mostly belong to the Madhva sect.

Tattvaprakasikavivaranam, Tattvavivekatlka, and Tattva-

sankhyanavivaranam are commentaries by Jayatirtha on

works written by or attributed to Anandatirtha.

Mandaramanjarl by Yyasayati is another commentary
on Tattvaprakas

x

ika.

Tattvasudhanidhi is by Anandatirtha himself. One
of his commentaries on the Brahmastitras has been named

Anuvyakhyana. A commentary on this, entitled Nyayasudha,

by Jayatirtha, will be found in this collection.

Tarkatandava also belongs to the same sect.

Dvaitaviveka, an anonymous work, treats of a sort of

duality which is peculiar to the Madhva sect.

Vedantasiddhantamuktavall, by VanarnalT, who has

already been mentioned in the Smrti section, is a compilation
of the philosophical tenets of that sect.

Siddhanta Jahnavl, by Devacarya, belongs to the Nim-

barka sect. The Vedantasutras were commented upon by
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the founder of the sect, Niyamaditya. The name of the

commentary is Vedantaparijata Saurabha. Srlnivasa wrote

a- commentary on this, entitled Nigada. The Siddhanta

Jahnavi is an abstract of Srlnivasa's commentary. The
Siddhanta Setuka again is a commentary on the last by
Sundara Bhatta.

Laghusamksepa-Sarlraka-Kutuhalam by Mahadeva Ve-

dantin, is a short work on the Advaita School of Vedanta.

This is perhaps the second work of the author, the other

being his commentary on the Samkhyasutras.

Anandalaharldipika, by Raghunandana Cakravarttl, is

a new commentary on that work, unknown to Aiifrecht.

His father was Candramauli Vadlndra-Tarkacarya.
Tantra. Kumarltantra, The MS. under notice contains

nine Patalas only. The first part of the work is called Kall-

kalpa.

Tarapradipa is a modern tantrika compilation by Yadava

Acarya Pandita. It is complete in six patalas. It belongs

to the left-handed scho >1 of Tantra, and in one patala treats

of the six destructive rites.

There is a hyrnn addressed to Tarinl. It contains one

thousand, one hundred and eight names, all beginning with

Takara. Its recital is credited with conferring emancipa-
tion and leading to the knowledge of Brahma. It is said to

belong to the last part of the Nilatantra, and curiously

enough the tantra is sp )ken by Krsna and not by Siva. The

present MS. No. 12 seems to contain the 33rd patala only.

Trca-Bhaskara, by Bhaskararaja, the son of Gambhlra-

raja, a ^rellknown author. It is a tantrika compilation, the

prominent feature of which is a diagram, is used as an

amulet for the cure of all diseases. The present MS. seems to

be defective in the beginning, while the MS. in the Sanskrit

College library is defective towards the end.

Tvaritarudravidhi treats of the formula "Om namo

Rudraya. Ksipram Karyasiddhirastu." It leads to speedy
success. Two works Nos. 137 and 138 treat of this mantra.
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Tantrakosa is a work on the power and significance of

the fifty letters of the Sanskrit alphabet.

Vljavarnabhidhanatlka, by Gauramohana Bhatta, is a

work of the same nature, Matrka Nighantu by Paramaharnsa

Acarya is another work of the same class.

Tantramani is a tantrika compilation by Kaslsvara.

The present MS. contains four patalas only.

Tantraraja by Kaslrama Vacaspati is another compila-

tion. Kaslrama is well known as a commentator of Raghu-
nandana.

Tantrasaraparisistam by Yativara is a third compila-

tion. The author mentions Agamatattvavilasa which is a

very modern work.

yanchakalpalatamanuvidhanam and Vanchakalpalata-
vidhi are works treating of the tantrika worship of Ganesa.

The one is from the Kumarasa.mhita and the other is from

the Atharvanarahasya.

Rasamangala by Gahanananda Muni treats of the use

of mercury, which in Sanskrit is sometimes called
"

rasa-,"

for medicinal purposes.

Rasakarmamanjari by Rajarama Tarkavagisa is a work
on the six occult practices of the Tantrikas.

Satkarmalaksana also treats of the same. See page 56 L

of Rasikamohan's edition of the Tantrasara.

Srividyayah Aisvaryadi Svarupakhyam stotram is from

the Srikrama.

Sivasatanamastotra is from the Mahalinge^varatantra
and Sivasahasranamastotram is from the Umayamala.

Bhairavastavaraja is from the Yisvasaroddhtra, an

original tantra. It praises Batuka Bhairava.

Gauramohana Vidyalankara wrote a commentary on the

hymn to Bhuvanesvarl beginning with AnandamayTm.

Sarvvanandatarangim by Sivanatha Bhattacarya. Maher

in Noakhali is one of the chief seats of Tantrikism in Bengal.
It is said that Sarvvananda or Sarvvanandanatha had an

interview with the great Devi Bhavan I. His descendants
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are still living and are spiritual-guides to a great many fami-

lies in Eastern Bengal. The present work is a sort of

biography of Sarvvananda, composed by his son Siva-

natha.

Rudraksaphalam appears to be a work different from

Rudraksamahatmyam, for which see page 621 of the Tantra-

sara, Rasikmohana's edition,

Kamyayantroddhara, by Mahamahopadhyaya Pari-

vrajakacarya, is a collection of Tantrika diagrams resorted to

for votive purposes. The MS. is dated 1297 Saka, i.e., 1375

A.D. If the statement of the travelling pandit is true, it is

one of the oldest MS. written on paper in Bengal. It is also

one of the oldest MS. written in Bengali character.

Prthvivaraha-smvada appears to be a work written in

the interest of the Caitanya sect. It relates to the sacredness

of Yrndavana and professes to form a part of the idivaraha

tantra.

Nityanusthanam seems to be the 26th patala of the

Sanatkumarlya tantra. Like the preceding work it was

written in the interest of the Caitanya sect.

Jnanaratnakosa is a work on Tantrika architecture and

sculpture. It professes to be a part of the Aparajitaprccha.
Vainsava Works : Kisorakaumudl is a modern work on

Vaisnavism, inculcating the worship of the boy Krsna. It is

an interlocution between Sanatkumara and Janaka.

Cittamodasindhu, a poem by Sasthidasa Kaviraja, son of

Tarkavagisa, written in the interests of the followers of

Caitanya, at Gangapura, in the saka year 1601.

Catianya had his greatest opponent at Benares, in Pra-

ka^ananda, a follower of the non-dual theory of Sankara.

But Prakasananda in the course of a controversy was so

charmed with the excellence of Caitanya's theory and

Caitanya's bearings upon his opponents that he became a

disciple of Caitanya, changed his name into Prabodhananda

Sarasvati, and wrote several works, one of which is Caitanya-
candramrta. A commentary on this work has been noticed in
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this volume in number 95. The commentator's name is lost by
a lacuna. He seems to have had a cognomen Daruyantra.

Yaisnavacandrika is a work giving the rules of conduct

of a Yaisnava. It has been compiled from various sources.

The author Ramananda Nyayavaglsa nearly completed the

work, one day before his death. The work was subsequent-

ly completed by his pupil Yanamali Yasu.

Sarasamgrahadlpika by Ramaprasada DevaSarma is

another work on Yaisnava rituals.

Harismrtisudhankura is a work containing songs in

praise of Krsna, attributed in the colophon to Raghunandan
the great Smrti compiler, but in the introduction the author

calls himself Gaudavasi Raghunandana, a Yaisnava born and

bred up on the Ganges.
Govindavrndavana appears te be a work on Yaisnava

tantra. It is based upon Srikrsnopamsad and composed by
Nagarakrsnadasa. It deals with the advent of Krsna's flute

and of Radha. It also gives some reason why the images of

Krsna with a flute in his hand are bent in three places.

Jyotisa : Ankacudamani by Yarahamihira is a short

work on the reconstruction of a lost horoscope.

Bhavarthamanjar! by Acyuta is a commentary on the

Jatakapaddhati of Srlpati. The MS. was copied in Saka

1571, by Mahadeva. Acyuta describes himself as belonging
to Gautama gotra and as Mihiracarya, meaning astrologer.

His father was Sagara Bhatta and his grandfather Vamana.

Jyotlrahasya by Harihara Nyayalankara has for its

epoch the Saka year 1598.

Siddhantamakaranda, by Makaranda, was comosed at

Benares. The author in his calculations follows the Surya-
siddhanta.

The following works noticed in this volume treat of

Jyotisa as applied to Smrti, viz., (I) Jyotiskanika by Krsna-

nanda Cakravartti, composed under the patronage of Yikra-

maditya, probably the father of Pratapaditya, who flourished

in Akbar's time (The MS. was copied in Saka 1887) ; (2)
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Jyotihsamksepa by Krsnadasa Cakravartti, the son of Rama-

candra CakravarttJ, a Varendra Brahmin of Dinajpur ; (3)

Jyotihsamksepasara by Krsnacandra ; (4) Jyotihsarasaipgra-

hah by Srlpati ; (5) Jyotihsara by Dharmakhana composed

about the year 1777 Samvat = A.D. 1721, and copied in Saka

1670 = 1748 A.D. ; the author Dharmakhana belonged to the

Simhavarpga of Radha.

Ayuhprabodhinl by Radhakrsna is on the astrological

calculations on the longevity of men.

Samudrikacintamani, by Madhava Gramakara, is a work

on divination.

Brhatsamgraha is a compilation of astronomical, as-

trological and other subjects, by Revat! Sarma, the son of

Devldatta, the son of Caitanyakrsna, the son of Narayana

Tripada, belonging to the Sandilya gotra and professing the

Kauthumi sakha of the Samaveda. Revatisarma compares

himself to Hanuman and was an inhabitant of Prakhya-

yikapura, otherwise known as Panditatola.

Prasnavidya by Oandesvara is a work on divination.

Erotics : Manmatha Samhita is the only book on erotics

in this volume. Rati and Madana have been introduced here

as interlocutors. The present MS. containing five chapters

appears to be the Phalgunamahatmya of the Samhita.

Drama : There are three dramatic works noticed in this

volume. The first is Bhartrharinirveda by Harihara

Upadhyaya, dealing with the renunciation of the world by

Raja Bhartrhari on the death of his wife Bhanumatl. It is

written in the interest of the Saiva sect, at the festivities in

honour ^of Bhairavesvara, and Goraksanatha comes at the

end to pronounce the epilogue. The second is Prabodhodaya,
an allegorical representation by Suklesvaranatha, enacted

at the court of Bhagavantaraya of the family of Sagara,

who flourished in the 17th century. (See pp. 88, Vol. II., of

the Sanskrit College Descriptive Catalogue.) He ordered

that the whole performance should be in Sanskrit. The

subject-matter of the drama is the dispute between the
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professors of various systems of philosophy on the eternity or

non-eternity of sound. This may be an imitation of the

Vidvanmodatarangini by Ciranjlvasarma.
The third is a comedy entitled Gauridigambara-

prahasana, by Sankara Misra, the commentator of the

Vaisesika-sutras. It was enacted under the orders of Bhava-
natha Misra the father of the author, The drama treats of

the marriage of Parvatl with Siva.

Kcivya : A number of new commenteries on well-known

Kavyas have been described in this volume. Kumara-
sambhavatlka by Bhagiratha Pitamundi, a Bengali Brahmana
of the Radhiya distribution ; Kavyadarsa-Tlka by Tribhu-

vanacandra, a pandita belonging to the Jaina religion, on

two of the three chapters of the book ; Kavyaprakasatlka, by
Srlkrsna Sarma, entitled Rasaprakasa, ends with the fifth

chapter ; two commentaries on Grhatakarpara by Ramanatha

and Devldasa, and two commentaries on Nalodaya, one by

Vagls iiftd the other by Rainanarayana Siddhanta, composed
in Saka (?) 1635; Padyavali-tika, by a disciple of Damodara

Gosvami, who on his turn was a distant disciple of Syama-
nanda Gosvami, who was one of the three leaders of Yaisna-

vism who ruled the Vaisnava society in the generation suc-

ceeding Oaitanya.
Nandikesvarastavavrtti is a commentary on the Jaina

hymn of Nandikesvara, by Jinavallabha Suri. The com-

mentary is by Somagani.
Nemicarita is a part of the Trisasti-salaka-purusa-carita

by Hemacandra. It belongs to the eighth Parva of that work

and treats of the emancipation of Nemi. It is a Jaiia work.

Mahimnastavatika, by Vacaspati, is a brand new dis-

covery.

No. 26 is a commentary on the Mahimnastava by
Madhusudana Sarasvati. iSrikrsna stotra. No. 310, by Bilva-

mangala or Lilas'uka, has the same commencement as No. 1198

of Raj, Mittra. But the two works appear to differ in various

respects.
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Sangita-Raghunandana with a commentary entitled

Vyangarthacandrika, No. 324, is by ViSvanatha Simha, who

was at once a Brahmin, a Simha and a Maharajadhiraja. The

text of the present work was written when Visvanatha

was a kumara. But the commentary was written when he

was a Maharajadhiraja. In the present work Visvanatha,

who must have flourished within the last two hundred years,

attempts to propagate the cult of the combined worship of

Sita and Rama, following the example of the combined wor-

ship of Radha and Krsna by the followers of Caitanya. He
attributes to Rama and Sita all those phases of love sport

which form so prominent a feature of the worship of Radlia

Krsna. The work seems to have been written in imitation

of the Gitagovinda. From No. 2829 of Raj. Mitra we

know that Candralata was the founder of this system of

combined worship of Rama and Sita. Priyadasa wrote a

work on the succession of the teachers of this cult, and

Visvanatha Simha was a pupil of Priyadasa. Jayaslmha was

the father of Visvanatha. Visvanatha had for his minister

Bhodulal who was an expert in Vedanta. Aufrecht seems

to interpret the words Sltaramcandrakrpapatra in the colophon
of No. 73 Raj Mittra by saying that ViSvanatha was an officer

of Sltaramacandra Bahadur. But another and a better inter-

pretation is possible. Visvanatha was a missionary of

Sltarama worship, and as such he thought he was an object

of special favour of Sltaramacandra. The idea of a Maharaja-

dhiraja being an officer of a Bahadur does not commend

itself.

StQtravivaranam, No. 355, is a commentary on a stotra

or hymn of Visnu commencing from his feet and ending in

his hair. The text is attributed to Sankara and the commen-

tary is by Anandagiri.
Hariharasubhasitam is an anthology divided into chapters

dealing with training, advice, sojourn in foreign countries,

panegyrics of kings, politics, erotics and spiritual excellence.

Meghaduta Tika by Divakara Upadhyaya, appears to be
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a commentary of some merit, as it attempts to give the

poetical meaning of particular words and phrases.

Yamakabharata is one of the thirty-seven genuine
works of AnandatTrtha, the founder of the Madhva system.

Sara-manjari, No. 247, a commentary on the Raghava-

Pandavlya of Kaviraja Pandita, by Jitamitra, is to be differen-

tiated from the commentary of the same name on the same

work described in Eggeling, p. 1442.

Santisataka Tlka by Vidyavinodacaryacudamani is un-

known to Aufrecht. Yrndavana kavya is well known. No.

282 describes a commentary on it by Ramanarayana, the

son of Candra^ekhara, written in seven years, from I655aka
to 1661 saka, under the patronage of Raja Krsna Candra of

Nadia, the well-known patron of literature. This is unknown
to Aufrecht.

Yrttaratnavall, No. 280, by Ciranjiva, is a panegyric on

Ya^ovanta Sinha, the Nayeb dewan of Dacca, under Suja-

uddaula, the Nawab of Bengal. He was an inhabitant of

Western Bengal and patronized literature, both Yernacular

and Sanskrit, and he was the Dewan who opened the gate closed

by Sayesta Khan at Dacca, because he was equally success-

ful with that renowned Nawab in getting rice sold at eight

maunds per rupee. The author is Ciraiijiva, the son of Ragha-
vendra Bhattacarya Satabadhana, a pupil of the great

Naiyayika Bhavananda Siddhantavagisa. Ciranjiva wrote

many works both in Nyaya and in Kavya, one of which is

Vidvanmoda-tarangim. The panegyric appears to have been

composed in 3aka 1658 about 1731 A.D., while YaSovanta's

reputation was at its height.

Bhramaraglta No. 209 with its commentary No. 2 10 are

two unique works in which a bee is threatened and coaxed as a

messenger from Krsna by Radha. It describes ten different

stages of love in absence. The ten stages are described

in ten Anustubh verses, and ten examples are given in

Malinl. The commentary follows the method of Ujjvala-

Nllama ui.
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Bhavagatakam, a century of verses on the sentiments of

love by Nagaraja. See Kavyamala, Part IV., p. 87.

Kumarapalacarita or Kumarapala-prabandha was com-

posed from oral tradition in the year samvat 1492 by

Jinamandanagani or Upadhyaya.

Upadesa-samuccaya, by Sonaphula Upadhyaya, the son

of Ramasekhara, the son of Ananta, the son of Krsnadeva,
the son of Damodara, the author of Darpana, perhaps the

Sangltadarpana. The MS. is defective in the beginning.
The advices given are both on spiritual and temporal

subjects.

Medicine. Rasaratnasara, by Narasimha Kaviraja, a dis-

ciple of Ramakrsna, the son of Nilakantha belonging to the

Daksinatya Vaidika class, is a modern compilation of Hindu

medicine, in which metals play an important role.

Vaidyakasara (Sankarakhya) by Ramacandra is a short

treatise on Hindu medicine. The author says that he received

his inspiration from Parvatl.

Pathyapathyanighantu is a work on sick-diet. Anony-
mous.

Apathyasamanam, the cure of diseases produced by
indigestible food. It appears to be only a part of a larger
work entitled Bhojanakautuhala. It was confined to a few

physicians and therefore the name Vaidyavai^esika.
Buddhist -Aryavasudhara is the only Buddhist book in

this volume. It is in the form of a complete Mahayana
sutra. Vasudhara or Vasundhara is still extensively worship-

ped in Nepal.

Jai&a works. Nirayavall Sutram, the eighth upanga of

the Jainas, has been edited by S. Warren, Antwerp, 1879.

For the contents see Ind. Ant., Vol. XXI, p. 21.

Oghaniryukti, the fifth cheda sutra in Dr. Rajendralal's
list (see NoticeSr Vol III, p. 68), but not included in the list

given by Weber in Ind. Ant., Vol. XVII, p. 285 A. Fora

description see p. 79 of Peterson's fourth report on the

search for Sanskrit MSS.
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Vyavahara Sutram is the third chheda sutra, according to

Weber, but according to Dr. Rajendralal, the fourth kalpa-
sutra For the description see Ind. Ant., Vol. XXI, p. 210.

Thananga-Siitra-Vrtti is a commentary on the third

Ahga of the Jainas, by Abhayadeva Sun. In the MS. under

notice the first 55 leaves are missing. The work is divided

into ten Adhyayanas.

Samayikatlkavarttikam appears to contain a Gujrati
and a Sanskrit commentary on the Samayika Niryukti
which forms the l()th part of the Avasyaka Sutra, the second

Mula Sutra of the Jainas. See Ind. Ant., Vol. XXI, p. 886.

Pratyakhyanabhasyavanclanakabhasyavacfirn! by Soma

Sundaragani. The Pratyakhyanasutra and the Vanda-

naka Sutra are parts of the Avasyaka Subra, the se-

cond Mula Sutra of the Jainas. See Ind. Ant., Vol, XXI,

p. 889.

Navalinga Sutram appears to be a short treatise on the

determination of gender, attributed to Hemacandra. It has

a commentary entitled Avacurl.

GautamI Sutram, a work on Jaina ritual and Jairia yoga,
in Sanskrit verse.

Gurvavalmama Mahacchandahby Muni Sundara is a pat-

tavali of the Tapagaccha.

Vijayatilaka Mahopadhyaya wrote a hymn to Rsabha

Jina in imitation of Satrunjaya Srngarahara. No. 155 is

a commentary on it.

Laghusamgrahani : Peterson thinks it to be the same

as Samgrahamratnam. See Peterson, Vol. Ill, Index of

books.

Prasnottararatnamala appears to be the same as

Peterson Palmleaf, 218. 4. It is a small work in 86 glokas,

by Amoghavarsa Nrpatunga of the Rastrakuta dynasty, after

his abdication (see Journal Bo. As. Soc., Vol. XX, p. 29).

It appears that for a long time the book was attributed to

Vimala, a Jaina monk of the Svetambara sect, and it has

been so recorded in the MS. under notice.
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The Kammapayadi is a work in Prakrt. The Tlka

No. 49 is by Malayagirl ; see Peters, Vol. Ill, pp. 49-50.

Lokanaladvatrmsika, in Prakrt, contains description of

the fourteen worlds in 82 verses.

Lokanalikavacurni is a commentary in Sanskrit on the

above. See Peterson No. 61, p. 223, Yol III.

Puspamala according to Weber is a Jaina kathanaka.

It is substantially the same as the story of King Sivi and

the pigeon. See Weber, p. 1099.

Yoga Sastram by Hemacandra. The first four out of

the twelve praka^as has been published by Dr. Windisch in

the Journal of the German Oriental Society.

Upade^atarangin! contains a number of moral stories

of the Jainas.

Brhacchantitika has been twice noticed in Nos. 197-198.

There is a hymn called Santistotra or Santistava, attributed

to Sauti, perhaps Santinatha. The commentary entitled

Subodha was composed by Harsaklrtti, pupil of Candraklrtti

of the Nagapurlya Tapagaccha.

Satakasatkalyanikanibandhastavanam is a hymn to

Mahavira giving the story of his life.
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NEW MANUSCRIPTS IN NEPAL.

In 1897, I visited the Darbar Library of H. E. the

Maharaja of Nepal, which then contained about 4,000 MSS.
both on palm leaf and paper. I was, at an interview

with the then Prime Minister and Commander-in-Chief, Sir

Bir Sham Sher Jang Bahadur, informed that all possible

efforts were being made to complete the Library by collect-

ing all other MSS. available in Nepal. A subsequent visit

in 1898 resulted in an account being given by me of the

entire collection in an Extra volume of the "Notices of

the Sanskrit MSS." entitled "A Catalogue of Palm-leaf

and selected paper MSS. belonging to the Darbar Library,

Nepal.
J> A notice of about 100 MSS. added to the Library in

1897-1898 will be found on pp. 89-93 of this Report.

The present Prime Minister, Sir Chander Sham Sher

Jang Bahadur Rana, an able and energetic statesman and a

great lover of lore, has, by his laudable and indefatigable zeal,

added some more MSS. since 1898, and the Nepal Darbar has

sent through the Government of India a list of this subse-

quent collection.

The collection contains 279 manuscripts of which three

are Tibetan. A complete collection of the Kah-gur and of

the Tang-gur is to be found among the additions^ The

Sanskrit manuscripts belong both to Buddhists and to Brah-

minists. One of these manuscripts, a copy of the Pafica-

Raksa, was copied in Nepal, Samvat 36, i.e., 916 A.D. Two

works, Catuspithaloka and Sarvavajrodaka, are dated in

letter numerals : these belong to the eleventh century. Two

manuscripts are dated in Nepal Samvat 3 15, i.e., 1195 A.D.

One was copied during the reign of Kainadeva, but without
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seeing the manuscript it is difficult to determine which of

the kings bearing this name is referred to. Some of the

Buddhist and Tantrie works mentioned in this list are ex-

tremely rare.

The Pramanabhasya Pramanavartika, in one manu-

script, appear to be commentaries on Pramanasamuccaya by

Diimaga, for which so much unsuccessful search has already

been made. Several copies of the Buddhacarita Kavya are

mentioned, but it is impossible to say whether they are com-

plete.
