Acad., 1873, p. 556), but the point as to the order of the
planets raised by Jacobi, Z. D. M. G., XXX, 306, cf. Jolly, Visnu,

about A. D. 400, see Macdonell, Z.c. The attempt to assign him
to the period of Skandagupta (i.D. 432—480) recently made on
historical data by Monmoban Cakravarti, J. Z. 4.8., 1903,
pp. 183-186, must be regarded as a failure.
