but hermits

live much longer than ordinary people, and their succession takes place

at an early age, as generally the youngest disciple is selected to succeed,

and the evidence of the codex cannot be accepted as conclusive. It is

enough, however, to show that the age usually assigned to S'ankara by

orientalists is fairly correct.

The conclusion here arrived at does not seem to be tenable, for the

contents of the Vayu as given under No. 1678, and in the first volume

of tiie work published by me are totally different. The second volume

now in the press is also quite distinct. Besides the discussion is limited

to a S'iva Purana and not to S'iva-saiihita of the Vayu Purana.

Tha work comprises notices of all the sacred pools and places of

pilgrimages in India, and recites a great number of legends in connec-

tion with them.

We are

next told that it was one Suvrata who prepared the compilation. {Prok-

tavdn Vyasamulihijanavii scsham viunirahltasatah, niijuktam subratak

saham viprdndm prinandya cha. (I. GO). The epithet Vrihat added to

its name shows that the work is an amplified recension of a previous

work, and that work is said to be the Paras'ara-sanhlta which is

reckoned the most authentic, being the one which is usually and very

largely quoted by digest writers and commentators. That has the

advantage too, of an elaborate and exhaustive commentary by Miidhava

Acharya. There is a third work which is especialised by the epithet

Vriddha or old, but I have not yet seen a copy of it.

Both the Pdrd&ara-saii/iild and the Vrihat-pdrdsara are divided

into 12 chapters, but whereas the former extends to only 592 verses, the
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latter comprises 3^200 verses^ and the subject matter of the different

chapters is not the same. The tirst treats of A'chdra in the first three

chapters, and oi Frayaschiita (expiation) in the following- nine, whei'eas

the second makes A'chdra the principal theme of its instructions, and

expiation a subsidiary or casual one. The style of writing-, too, is markedly
different. The former is written in an archaic style similar to, but some-

what later than, that of the other Smriti Saiihitas including- Manu and

Yajnavalkya, the latter affects the loose colloquial form of the later Puranas

and the Tantras. It should be added, however, that the Pdrdsara-safihita

is unquestionably much later than Manu, Yajnavalkya and the other

authentic Smritis which it names in its introduction. And this is what

was to be expected, for avowedly the work is not the composition of

Parasara, father of Yyasa, but of some one of a much later date.

Anyhow it is earlier and more authentic than the work now under

notice. The quotations given in the Digests are ail taken mostly from

the short treatise and a few from sources not now known
; they do not

occur in the large recension which, as far as I can ascertain, has nowhere

been cited, showing clearly its apocryphal character.
